Curriculum Corner  





Reading:  Continuing to give the DRA.





Math: This week we continued to work on composing and decomposing shapes.  We played two different games and completed shapes “puzzles” where we showed how to make (compose) shapes in at least three different ways.  Then we decomposed them and counted how many shapes we used to make the shape each time.  Next week we will begin a unit on measurement.





Writing:  This week we had mini lessons on making our writing better by using describing words.  We learned that we can use our five senses to tell more about our topic.  We wrote sentences to tell about our shoes.  I also gave the students sentences that they had to make better with describing words.  Next week we will write a story that describes clothes we wear in the snow (and then hope for some snow.)





Science:  This week we started a unit on matter.  Our two learning questions were: 1.  What is matter? (everything we can see and some things that we can’t).  


2.  How do we name the properties of matter? (we use our five senses).  The students learned a song that taught them the above definition as well as the three states of matter (solid, liquid, and gas).  We will continue with this unit next week.
