Curriculum Corner  





Reading: Due to our many schedule changes this week we did not have shared reading.  Next week, we will be working on learning the story elements of a fiction story (character, setting, problem, solution).





Math: Last week we started our unit on Geometry.  We will be learning about  plane shapes and solid shapes.  These shapes will include triangles, rectangles, squares, circles, spheres and cubes.  We will learn to compare these shapes by number of sides, corners, curves, and faces.  We will also learn that rectangles and squares have a special name, quadrilaterals.  





Writing:  This week we practiced writing about what we know and made a curriculum connection between math and writing.  Each student chose a shape and wrote an informational story about it.  The story includes the kind of shape it is, the number of sides it has, the number of corners it has, and a real object that is that shape.





Science:  On Monday we wrapped up our science unit on motion with an experiment with falling objects.  We learned that gravity causes all objects to drop at the same rate unless they “catch air” on their way down like a piece of paper or a feather.  We practiced saying, “What goes up, must come down.”





Social Studies:  On Tuesday, we started learning about Veteran’s Day.  The children should practice telling that on Veteran’s Day we honor the men and women who have served our country in the military.  They may say, “We honor our soldiers”.  In a video we watched, the students saw people visiting the Vietnam and WWII Memorials.  They also saw a wreath being placed on the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier.  This is a very hard holiday for young children to understand so they may have a lot of questions.  Next week we will move on to the history of Thanksgiving.
