Helping at Home


Please continue to work on counting coins at home.  Remember that we put dots on the coins to help us. Each dot equals 5 points. So, since a quarter equals 25¢ it gets 5 dots on it, a dime equals 10¢ so it gets 2 dots, a nickel equals 5¢ so it gets 1 dot, and pennies do not get any dots since they only equal 1¢. After they put the dots on the coins, they count by 5s and when they get to the pennies, they count on by 1s.  Please continue to have your child practice skip counting by 2s and 5s and also counting collections of coins.  These concepts take lots and lots of practice.
