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Curriculum Corner  


Reading: Our learning question this week was, “How do I retell a story?”  Your child learned that retelling means to think of the beginning, middle, and end of the story and tell the important parts, making sure you keep it in order so it makes sense.  I also introduced them to the term “text-to-text” connection and we compared the two books Sunflower and Pumpkin, Pumpkin.   See if your child remembers any of the things in the books that were the same (our connections).


Math: In math we learned, “How do we compare numbers?”  We practiced using the vocabulary “equal, greater than, and less than”.  We did this by playing three different games, two that you can play at home.  The first was the “Equal Game” and it only requires two dice and 5 of anything to use as tokens (straws, sticks, poker chips, etc.).  The second game was good old fashion “War”.  All you need is a deck of cards.  I will let your child show you how to play the games.


Writing:  All the students wrote a story about a color they choose.  It was a pattern story.  The topic sentence was, “What is (color word)?” Then they wrote three detail sentences stating, “ A _____is (color word)”. The closing sentence had to use the word “I” and the color word. (i.e. I like yellow.)  If your child gets bored at home, give them a sheet of paper and have them write another color story using a different color than their story at school.


Social Studies:  We have been studying Christopher Columbus for two weeks.  Hopefully, if you ask your child to tell you about him, they can give you a few simple facts.


He believed the world was round.


He had three ships (Nina, Pinta, Santa Maria)


Queen Isabella and King Ferdinand of Spain helped him with money and ships for his voyage.


He made a big mistake thinking he was in the Indies, but had really found a new world.


Next week, we will study the U.S. Flag, the GA flag, and the Pledge of Allegiance.  We will not go into great detail.  They will just need to know which is which and we will learn a few basic facts.
